In addition to our traditional Sun Meals program, Star Express is excited to launch a new summer 
curbside meal pick-up program Sun Meals To-Go! 

What’s Included: 
 Each meal pack contains 5 days of breakfast and 5 days of lunch – free for children 18 years and 
younger during the summer! The weekly menu below will remain the same throughout the 
summer.   

How It Works: 
 ✅ Families must pre-order weekly via electronic forms sent through ParentSquare 
 ✅ Only 250 meal packs will be available each week – first come, first served based on pre-orders 
 ✅ Pick-up Time and Dates: Wednesdays, 1–2 PM; June 11-July 16, 2025 
 ✅ Location: Franklin Central Junior High School- 10440 Indian Creek Rd. Indianapolis, IN 46259 

꺣꺤꺥 Important Reminders: 

● Pre-order is required per child to guarantee your meal pack. No pre-order = no guaranteed 
meals. 

● You must arrive during the designated time. Late arrivals may lose their reserved packs. 
● Children enrolled in Franklin Township summer school or YMCA camp can only receive meal 

packs during weeks they are not attending those programs. 
● Children participating in the traditional Sun Meals sites daily are not eligible to receive these 

meal packs from Franklin Township Child Nutrition Department. 
● Federal regulations prohibit receiving summer meals from multiple Franklin Township sites 

for the same days.
